You may be asking, ñWhat 

does a adaptive signal system do?ò  Well, 

Adaptive signal technology adjusts the timing 

of red, yellow, and green lights to accommo-

date changing traffic patterns and ease traffic 

congestion. The main benefits of adaptive sig-

nal control technology over conventional signal 

systems are that it can: 
 

o Continuously distribute green light time equitably for all traffic movements. 

o Improve travel time reliability by progressively moving vehicles through 

green lights. 

o Reduce congestion by creating smoother flow. 

o Prolong the effectiveness of traffic signal timing. 

 
 The new system is being funded by the Florida Department of Transporta-

tion Research Office and the University of Florida has been hired to evaluate the 

new system with before and after studies.  If all goes well, the new system 

should be in place by January of 2015.
